De Royal Geographical Society in Londen is wereldleider in geografische
wetenschap en steunt haar expeditieleiders sinds 1830. Zij zijn de grootste
en de meest actieve geografische society ter wereld. Deze onafhankelijke
organisatie heeft een sterke reputatie voor kwaliteit en dynamiek. Zij is
gevestigd in centraal Londen waar zij 150.000 mensen per jaar ontvangt die
gebeurtenissen en activiteiten kunnen bijwonen van expeditieleiders. De
leden van de Royal Geographical Society variéren van professionele
geograven en onderzoekers tot expeditieleiders.

De geschiedenis van de Society begint bij bekende namen als Livingstone,
Stanley, Scott, Shackleton, Hunt en Hillary. Zij is opgericht in 1830 als een
instelling om de vooruitgang van de geografische wetenschap te bevorderen.



Zoals vele geleerde maatschappijen, begon het als een eetfclub in Londen,
waar leden van een select groepje mensen tijdens informele diners
discussieerden over wetenschappelijke kwesties en ideeén. Met de steun van
Koning William IV werd de Society later bekend als de Koninklijke
Geografische Maatschappij ondersteund door Koningin Victoria in 1859.

Voor maximaal 750 mensen zal de lezing worden gehouden.

Tijdens de lezing zullen Robertson en Samuél spreken over malaria en de
"Drive Against Malaria” in combinatie met video-beelden van hun missie in
Afrika.

The Geographical Society of
London was founded in 1830 as an institution to promote the advancement of
geographical science. Like many learned societies, it started as a dining club
in London, where select members held informal dinner debates on current
scientific issues and ideas. Under the patronage of King William IV, it later
became known as The Royal Geographical Society and was granted its Royal
Charter under Queen Victoria in 1859.

During Robertson’'s and Samuél's lecture, they talk about malaria, the "Drive
Against Malaria” in Africa in combination with video footage about about
their mission.
